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Members and Hesham Al Qazi's issue 

MB forces Parliament to investigate in violations against " Qazi" 

          MB members in People's Assembly managed to force committee of constitutional and legislative affairs to vow holding investigations with those responsible for violations taking place with member Hesham Qazi, on Tuesday, March, 7th, 2006 from one of Qena Department officers.

          As a result of the MB members' strong performance, Amal Othman, assembly member and head of the constitutional legislative committee –said that what happened with Qazi was not a violation of law and constitution. She added, after member Sobhi Saleh answered her in a legal and constitutional way, that "she would prepare a report on the police officer's violation of the scene immunity where the MB member was. She said in case investigations ended condemning the police officer, the assembly would demand taking the legal measures against the officer and those proved to be involved in violating the member's immunity". 

              The committee convened on Tuesday, noon, March, 14th, 2006 to discuss the urgent statement presented by member Hesham Qazi stating that a police officer in Qena broke into the sleep cabin which he rented on his way to Cairo using Aswan – Cairo train on Tuesday, morning, March, 7th, 2006. The officer with a group of detectives and central security forces inspected the cabin and the member's belongings. They, then, detained his lawyer and his office manager. This issue was raised in the assembly in session of Sunday, March, 12th, 2006.

           Dr. Mofeed Shehab, member of Parliamentary Assembly, said the Ministry of Interior would hold an investigation over the details. 
           Dr. Ahmad Fathi Soror, Assembly's head, referred the topic to the constitutional and legislative committee to prepare a report. Once the committee started its meeting, its head, Dr. Amal Othman said: according to constitution, no law violation takes place when breaking into the member's train cabin. She added the train is a public place, some sort of the legal for-granted facts; accordingly, the police have the right to wander practicing the legal rights.
           Parliament member Sobhi Saleh, member of the legislative committee, refuted all what was said by Amal Othman, confirming that these facts are not for granted. He justified that for-granted facts have no legal basis to be applied, having no phenomenon deciding this. This is naturally can not be argued. Matters are different in this issue. Train sleep cabin is different from the remaining cabins in the train; it is to be reserved from a certain place to a specified place and according to a certain time. The passenger pays a sum of money in return for a certain cabin, matching the contract. This makes the sleep cabin as a private property, having its own immunity. It turns from being public to being private according to the contract along the agreed upon distance. Adding to this is the passenger's immunity, as he is a Parliament member. Thus, police has no right to break into or inspect the cabin without prosecution permission.

      He said that the accident is similar to the police breaking into the member's house, on the pretext that the (maid) for example is wanted in a theft case. Thus, immunity in this case would represent some sort of nuisance!! He declared that I refuse the police continuous defense stating that they are not mistaken. The contrary is the right, they are always mistaken. 
           Member Hamdy Hassan said that the policemen's behavior against the MB members has to be discussed. He threatened using item 145 of the assembly regulation, granting five Parliament members the right to withdraw confidence from any minister. He added that the MB members are more than five, and thus the government can not force them into using this right.
         He said that the accident with Qazi is not a private accident. It happened also with manager of Yosri Baioumi's office. He was summoned twice to State Security Office. He was tortured at the second time, as he is the member's office manger. He added that what happened with "Baioumi" and "Qazi" happened with other MB members. This confirmed that police wants to belittle members' position before the citizens. This is rejected and would be strongly resisted in case the Interior Ministry did not stop these practices. Hamdy Hassen said I petty general Ahmad Diaa – assistant Interior Minister - as he attends the Parliament more than the members themselves to respond to the police violations.
          The member reminded Dr. Amal Othman with accident of member Bahaa Al Meliji – in the former assembly- when he fired at police forces that broke into his house to arrest one of the persons hosted in his house. He added that all members rejected the request raised by the Interior Minister to lift the member's immunity, as he was defending his and the assembly's dignity.

Hassan added: when any member organizes a free medical convoy or a blood donation campaign, doctors and organizers are to be questioned and threatened by security forces, something which is totally improper!! Member Saber Abu El – Fettouh confirmed that what is happening is a Ministry's general policy with MB members. He added that he organized a medical convoy in his office while the security forces tried to ban him. A problem was about to start between police forces and citizens. This was confirmed by member Osama Jaddo, who indicated that he, personally, faced such behaviors. He informed Dr. Mofeed Shehab with these acts, a month ago, and he received no response. He declared that he possesses several popular, media, legislative and censorship tools, enabling him to maintain his immunity and position among the citizens.

              Member general Mohammed Abdel Fattah Omar surprised his committee members saying: "State security is above all, having the right to do anything to maintain this security, something rejected by MB members that got nervous. Dr. Amal Othman, thus, deleted the phrase from the session record. Adviser Mohammed Al Dakrouri rejected this, confirming that keeping law and constitution is above all, the only guarantee for the citizen's security.

         Interior Ministry holds investigations on arrest of MB member's assistants in Qena 

          General Habib Al Adeli- Egyptian Interior Minister-issued a decision to investigate one of the officers in Qena governorate arresting, last Tuesday, lawyer and office manger of MB member in Qena, Hesham Qazi as they were in a sleep cabin in train heading from Upper Egypt to Cairo.
        Dr. Mofeed Shehab – Minister of legal affairs and Parliamentary assemblys- declared in People's Assembly session on Sunday, March, 12th, 2006 and that the investigations results are going to be presented in the assembly.

Shehab confirmed that the government can not approve of any insult against members. He added that it knows its duties towards members in addition to their immunity according to constitution. He confirmed that members are respected. Where there is a dispute, investigations should be immediately held. Shehab indicated that he sent a memo to the Interior Minister on the accident, presented by the member in addition to the phone call. Shehab said: the member mentioned there is a dispute between him and the officer since the last Parliamentary elections. The member, since the latest elections, wanted to end these disputes, yet, the officer insisted on his attitude. The MB strongly objected and they tried to interrupt Shehab to explain facts. Dr. Soror immediately warned them against losing temper. He added reactions should be calm. MB member said that the member was attacked and what was mentioned concerning not attacking him is a lie. On the other hand, Dr. Fathi Soror- Parliament's speaker- confirmed that he sent an official letter to the Interior Minister and phoned him after he was informed with the incident. The minister said there was a public prosecution permission to capture two of the member's assistants and that he was not attacked when arresting the two assistants.

            Member Hesham Qazi has presented an urgent statement confirming he was insulted while his sleep cabin was inspected in Upper Egypt train after forces of State Security and Central forces broke into. Despite his attempts to speak with the officer, he detained his lawyer and his office manger at 1.30 on Tuesday, morning, March, 7th, 2006. He was surprised when a group of security men and detectives led by Officer Tarek Awad in addition to central security forces broke into the cabin, inspecting it, neglecting his presence. They, then, detained his lawyer, Mr. Abdulah Khalil- member of Lawyers Syndicate in Qena and Mahmoud Khalf, his office manager, taking them to an unknown place without clarifying the reasons for their detention.

          The member wondered: Is this a reaction to MB members' excellence, confirming that the security forces offended us even after we won a People's Assembly seat. Every place I visited, its leaders were summoned to State Security Office, being rebuked for receiving us. Concerning the popular activities which I attend as a Parliament member for the region, security authorities were trying to scare the citizens.

 Leaben and Diaa

         On the other hand, committee of national security and defense witnessed a violent verbal dispute between the MB membe Ali Laben and assistant Interior Minister, general Ahmad Diaa in the committee discussion of the urgent memo presented by "Laben" over the Interior Ministry obvious violations in removing about half million of farmers' houses despite being built on agricultural lands. 
          The verbal dispute took place after Diaa confirmed that police role was confined, in this respect, to securing the organization that would apply decisions of removal. 

        The committee, after long decisions, decided to prepare a report over the MB's request to be presented to the assembly to be decided on.
Members and attacks against demonstrators

The People's Assembly National Security and Defense Committee witnessed in its meeting on Monday, March, 13th, 2006 the most violent Parliamentary trial against the Interior Ministry through 12 memos over police troops' violations against citizens of Mahla Kobra and some of Gharbiya Governorate towns after Friday prayer in Feb., 10th, 2006 in their peaceful position, expressing their rejection of western press insulting prophet – peace be upon him.
           Members Saad Esmat Al Husseini, Mohamed Shaker Al Deeb, Adel Al Baramawy, Al Said Askeer, Dr. Yehiya Al Meseri, Ibrahim Zakariya Yunis, Abdel Halim Helal and Ali Laben accused some of the Interior Ministry leaders of violating the constitution and law, using hoses, carrying sewerage water, against the citizens. They also pursue the people in mosques with bombs and tear gases using thick sticks in a barbaric and savage way. Many citizens consequently were hospitalized, including People's Assembly members. There were those that applied orders as if " Ouran".

He said: orders are unfortunately respected while no attention was paid to Ouran and prophet. He added that the Interior Minister should get rid of those elements, holding an actual trial so that every person is punished.
Member Yehyia El Meseri confirmed that what happened is a shame, adding that the police troop's violations exceeded limits. What is worse is the security leaders who said that "they executed orders" and we do not know who gave these orders. He angrily wondered about the religion of those that hit the citizens for they condemned insulting prophet, peace be upon him? He added that what happened with those citizens can not be done by the Jews.

            Member Ibrahim Zakariya expressed grief and disgust for the incident. He hoped the police elements would do the right thing, unveiling facts, being united with the Egyptian people. He said that what happened in front of Al Menshawi mosque, led by Danish general Mahnmoud Jad Allah who forced use of this water and bombs against the citizens, hospitalized in the intensive care units should be investigated.

          Member Ali Laben declared his rejection for the Interior Minister did not attend this meeting, adding that attack is terrible using all kinds of US bombs. He added that is it possible that sewerage water is used to disperse the peaceful demonstrations that condemn and defend the noble prophet, peace be upon him?? He added that police troops humiliated the citizens. He then withdrew from the meeting. He threatened to inform Dr. Fathi Soror – People's Assembly head- demanding him that the minister should attend the committee sessions. He wondered whether the Interior Ministry leaders help western extremists to insult Islam?!

          Member Saad Al Husseini confirmed that what happened with the people in Mahla Kobra should be investigated after the security forces attacked the citizens and even they broke into the mosque. He wondered what about respecting people, situation and the noble purpose of this peaceful demonstration that condemn those that insult prophet and Islam! He added that what happened is a security foolish act, demanding that those who were involved should be necessarily punished while the Interior Minister should attend these meetings.

     Mohamed Shaker Al Deeb added that what was done by the Interior Ministry leaders exceeded limits. He wondered if defending the prophet who got us to the better would be confronted in such a terrible security way? He added that the security authorities even detained one of the doctors in the operations room while performing a surgery. He asked what we would do with those people. When the security authorities are keen to protect the citizen not crushing him?! He said such trend should be stopped punishing all those who are involved. 

      Adel Al Baramawy declared that we all know that police is a stable part of the society, yet, in case of insulting prophet, there should be a reaction. What happened against the people who were praying in front of Nour mosque in Serbay village in Tanta? The people praying were surprised by hoses of sewerage water at their clothes and their faces. Bombs broke into my office and injured one of the citizens in the nose. He demanded that those who are responsible should be punished.

      Sheikh Said Asker hoped to see Egypt in its full civil image before the International Community, adding that the Interior Ministry sometimes carried out some wrong behaviors. He said orders were given to all. There are those that tackled the situation wisely as it happened with me in my town. He said facts were unveiled through prosecution investigations and recruits. No citizens carried out attacks, troops were ordered to hit the citizens. He, similarly, demanded punished for those involved and asked that Minister of Interior should attend these sessions.

      Member Abdel Halim Helal criticized the contradiction in Interior Ministry leaders' way of tackling these peaceful demonstrations that condemn insulting the prophet. Member Igrahim Abu Ouf confirmed that this situation needed the Interior Minister's attendance to be informed of the police violations, while they received orders to start hitting the citizens. Besides, he added the Interior Minister would be punished on resurrection day.

      On the other hand, general dr. Ahmad Diaa Al Deen – assistant Interior Minister- rejec5ted all charges brought by the members against the Interior Ministry, describing the event as a barbaric and criminal campaign. He strongly denied using sewerage water to disperse the citizens. He similarly denied breaking into the mosques. He added that the Interior Ministry would not cover any official, what so ever his rank inside the Ministry and those investigations are currently held in general prosecution.

       Assistant Interior Minister said that the demonstrators should have taken the security permissions three days before demonstrations, adding that there are legal security pretexts giving the Interior Ministry the right to disperse these demonstrations.
A National Party member leads a moral fiasco in the Egyptian Parliament 
Committee of Defence and National Security in People's Assembly, in its session on Monday, March, 13th, 2006, during discussing 12 memos over some security authorities' violations against citizens using the tear gas bombs, in a protest against those that insulted prophet Mohammed, peace be upon him, in the Danish newspapers, witnessed a Parliamentary fiasco led by the National Party member, Mohy Al Tahhan who tried more than once to ban the MB members( who proposed the memos) from speaking and even he tried more than once to quarrel with them using hands and bad expressions.  

     Despite the session head's threats to adjourn the sessions, yet, he, along the meeting, tried to cause problems and even quarrel with member Saad Al Husseini. He said that he, Al Tahhan, was a police officer and knows quite well that the police mission all over the world is protection. MB members rejected this barbaric style, demanding the committee head to take all necessary measures.
Different issues 

Awad Allah heads Arab affairs committee meeting in the Egyptian Parliament
In an event considered the first of its kind in the Egyptian Parliament, Mostafa Abdel Allah – member of the MB Parliamentary bloc in the People's Assembly – the Arab Affairs committee meeting held on Tuesday, morning, March, 14th, 2006 to discuss a memo presented by member Ahmad Abu Taleb over the violations against the Egyptian workers in Jordan, illegally deporting them. The meeting was attended by ambassador Ahamd Rezk, ambassador AQl Said Tantawi and ambassador Sami Khosha. The session started without attendance of both head and member forcing the committee members to elect the MB member as a head.

MB members: Government destroyed poultry farms and left pigs 

Committee of industry and energy in the People's Assembly witnessed in its session on Monday, evening, March, 13th, 2006, headed by Mohammed Abu El Eninen, severe criticisms against all authorities concerned with bird flu. The campaign was led by MB members: Mahmoud Megahed, Sabri Khalf Allah, Mohammed Kotb, Mohammed Shaker Al Deeb, Al Mohamedi said Ahmad and Essam Mokhtar.
   The MB members blamed the government and its concerned authorities for destroying the poultry industry, depriving more than 2.5 million workers of their jobs. They confirmed that its impulsive and random resolutions harmed thousands of the poultry sellers and wholesale traders.

The members demanded to quickly reopen the poultry shops, offering fair and proper compensations for the small and big farms owners. They confirmed that the government should carry out its constitutional duties towards the citizens especially junior farmers.

    Member Mahmoud Mejahed launched a strong attack against the government and its way of tackling this issue using double criteria. He said that though pigs' presence is so dangerous especially in the residential blocs between Qaliobiya and Cairo; in Al Nawar and Al Nakhal regions, there are more than 20.000 pigs in buildings yards which are left intact. Besides, Environment Minister held a press conference to defend pigs, confirming that they are healthy, having no bird flu virus. He added the press conference was held after Industry committee warned in its previous meeting against the pigs' presence in the residential regions.

    Ejahed demanded to necessarily rescue people in Matariya and Ain Shams from the random resolutions that harmed their living, closing all poultry shops, slaughtering all poultry breaded in houses by poor people.

    Essam Mokhtar wondered about the real reasons for which the government let the pigs as intact while launching a campaign slaughtering the healthy chicken on pretext that protection is better than treatment. He wondered where protection against the pigs' danger is. He confirmed there are pressures practiced against the government and its concerned authorities not to touch the pigs, even there are those that defend them. He asked about the real reasons for which the government is using a double criterion defending the pigs?   
           The committee head, Mohammed Abu Al Eneen, supported the MB members' speeches, confirming there is a real danger against the pigs' presence inside the residential blocs either in Qalioubiya or Giza. The government should set a strategy to transfer pigs away in the desert or the remote regions. The Minister of health should be there to declare this news. He added that the committee in its report should stress transferring pigs especially as its presence in this form contains a real danger. He declared the committee report would demand determining a timetable to move them.
Mahmoud Mejahed said: poultry was executed though most of them were healthy according to the veterinaries' certificates, yet, pigs were left intact, confirming that there are hidden reasons behind destroying poultry.
       Engineer Sabri Khalf Allah demanded to set a balanced plan to protect human being health and investments in field of poultry and the related industries. He confirmed that those people who were deprived of their jobs should be protected.
     Al Mohammadi Al Said Ahmad demanded that poultry shops owners should be supported, granted fridges and officially and immediately opening these shops to work under permissions so as not to be surprised with unneeded disasters.
The Egyptian Parliament discusses suspending "Arab Horizons" newspaper, Ikhwan Online – March, 8th, 2006 

The Egyptian Parliament discussed in its today and tomorrow sessions the urgent statement, presented by colleague journalist Mohsen Raddi- member of MB Parliamentary bloc in the Egyptian Parliament – over closing (Arab Horizons) newspaper, issued by Al Ahrar party. Mohsen in his statement said that the resolution on stopping printing the newspaper as a result of a dispute over the editor-in-chief position, violating Press Supreme Assembly course, headed by Safwat Al Sherif, head of Shura Assembly and National Party secretary-general in dealing with the similar newspapers. There are two boards and two issues of ( Al Ghad) newspaper issued by Al Ghad party. There are two issues of "Al Wafed" newspaper. Adding to this is that the dispute in Al Ahrar party is not confined to "Arab Horizons" newspaper. Taking such attitude towards this newspaper in particular confirms the state's desire to settle its political disputes with its enemies especially that the newspaper is an opposition one with an Islamic trend. 
The member adds that this resolution violates the freedom of press, threatening lives of 70 journalists and administrative employees whose living is related to the newspaper continuation.

  Rady demanded the Minister of Information – as a press supervisor and a Press Supreme Assembly member to clarify the reasons for the state stubbornness with this newspaper.

MB bloc criticizes closing "Horizons", demanding freedom of press 

The MB Parliamentary bloc criticized the Press Supreme Assembly resolution stopping printing the opposition newspaper, known with its Islamic trend.
   The bloc, in its statement on Wednesday, March, 8th, 2006, signed by bloc head, Mohamed Saad Al Katatni, said the resolution represents more retreat in democracy and freedom of opinion, believing also that the state continuous interference in press affairs and newspapers issuing endanger freedoms.

     The bloc said that the resolution is considered a retreat in the state promise concerning freedoms of press and expression, confirming that the state continuous control over press and media is unacceptable and unjustified amid the current technological and information revolution.

      It also indicated that respect of freedom of press is deteriorating; starting with a sentence against one of "Al Masri Al Youm" journalists and then another sentence was issued against a trainee journalist in "Al Fajr" newspaper. They finally suspended issuing a newspaper where about 70 employees and administrative workers were working. The statement added that the country, despite being covered by the Press Supreme Assembly, it, through this resolution, increase revolution.

    The bloc demanded the officials to cancel this resolution, representing an act of shame during the current regime. It also demanded the Parliament to issue the laws related to freedom of press, canceling imprisonment in publishing issues. It called on all organizations of civil society, human rights and those noble elements in this country to cooperate to cancel these notorious laws. They confirmed that closing the newspaper would be accordingly followed with closing more newspapers, regardless of their trend, especially amid a regime dominated by corruption, bribery, fearing unveiling scandals.

The Egyptian Government attributes ferry late compensations to conflicting data  
Dr. Mofeed Shehab – minister of legal affairs and Parliamentary Assembly- said that conflicting data, names and number of deaths in accident of ferry " As Salam 98" are the reasons for the late decision about the executive decision of the People's Assembly law considering the missing as dead at least after 15 days of the ferry sinking.

    Shehab clarified before the Parliament legislative committee in response to an urgent statement presented by MB member, Rajab Abu Zeed about the late compensations that the decision is ready, six days ago, waiting for being signed by Prime Minister, Dr. Ahmad Nazeif by the end of this week, enabling the victims' relatives to issue death certificates and get compensations.
      Shehab indicated that the Ministry of Interior carried out intensive calls with the Saudi Foreign Ministry to accurately determine the passengers' names, eliminating errors mentioned in the lists issued by Saudi Arabia in comparison to the Egyptian government's lists. Shehab declared that the dispute took place when the names of some passengers who took the ferry were not mentioned in lists while others' names were mentioned, and they were not present on board.
     Shehab added that this news led to a state of inaccuracy in the government's number of passengers. He indicated that the names which are a subject of dispute between both sides are under his control, yet, they would not be declared till being confirmed, so as not to raise a state of chaos. He added that all passengers mentioned in the final list would get compensations. He said that the victim's relatives would get the state compensations plus the company's while the survivor would get 32.000 pounds.

     The committee headed by Dr. Amal Othman discussed an urgent statement presented by member Rajab Abu Zeed over the reasons for the government, being late in issuing the executive decision of the missing law. The member accused the government of negligence and poor performance in the disaster. He added that the decision was issued about a month ago and the government stood hands folded.

   He called on all members during the discussions to necessarily lift the Parliamentary immunity of the ferry owner and Shura Assembly member, Mamdouh Ismail, seizing his money. The members confirmed that allowing the ferry owner to currently travel to Europe is considered a challenge of feelings of the victims who lost more than 1000 citizens of their families, eaten by sharks.

 Members and response to government's statement

MB's most violent attack against the Egyptian Government   
The MB members launched a violent attack against the failure government policies, confirming that they succeeded in destroying the country's national economy in addition to the successful companies' privatization. Members Dr. Hamdy Hassan, Alam Al Deen Al Sakhawi, Ashraf Badr Al Deen and Abdellah Eliowa confirmed in the first People's Assembly sessions to respond to the Egyptian government's statement, stating that the government failed to confront the Egyptian nation disasters. They added that the government escalated unemployment and bad services offered to the citizens. The government also wasted the public money, spread corruption and sold the Egyptian nation properties. They, as a result, declared rejection of the government's statement. The MB members confirmed that the government increased the external and internal debts, on shoulders of the coming generation. They added that Egypt borrows every week one billion and 200 million dollars.

    Member Dr. Hamdy Hassan strongly attacked the government policies, describing the government's statement as confusing and tense, not committing to objectivity and reality. He added that the government unfortunately left Al Sherif in case of theft and arrested the poor weak one. He confirmed that the government failed to confront and fight corruption that broke out in different forms in all the country associations.
Member Asharf Badr Al Deen strongly attacked the government, saying:  we are living in political depression, in a state of chaos, corruption and social injustice, adding that the government statement neglected several important and public issues.

Corruption government 
Badr Al deen wondered: what about the government's attitude towards the coming generation, interest in the Egyptian Family, urging the public to worship? Why the government does not free the TV from the scenes that contradict the religious values? He also wondered about the government's attitude towards political reform, freedom of meetings and peaceful demonstrations. He violently criticized the Parties Affairs Committee, demanding issuing a new law for parties, and another one to practice the political rights with true guarantees banning bullying and forgery. He also demanded to abolish Emergency Law, wondering about the government's attitude towards human rights and the citizen's torture inside police stations and prisons? He inquired about the government's attitude from the public spending, saying that it is unfortunately a failure government that wasted public money on several big projects without feasibility studies, taking Toska project as an example.

Corruption Emperors

MB member, Alam Al Deen Al Sakhawi, launched an attack on the government's program. He said the statement unfortunately came as free of promises, declared by President Hosni Mubarak, especially employing 4.5 million young men, declaring corruption fighting. The member added that corruption spread due to corrupt elements' calls to finish private businesses like importing potato seeds and mineral water pollution. The government is selling everything and it is about to sell people themselves. He demanded the government to present a clear program to revive the political and economic life, supporting freedoms and human rights. 
The government failure 
Member Abdellah Eliwa – member of the MB Parliamentary bloc- confirmed that the government's statement came as free of any achievements. He added that the government continued failure on all levels and even in the disasters which it did not cause such as the bird flu and the Egyptian ferry sinking.

            Hussein Mohammed, member of MB Parliamentary bloc head, launched a violent attack against government of Dr. Ahamd Nazeef, accusing it of being used to trick the nation, spreading rumors. 

       The member challenged the government saying that it can not discuss the interrogation which he submitted in the previous legislative chapter about human rights without adding anything new. He demanded the government to stop tricking the public.

        Member head of the MB Parliamentary bloc in the People's Assembly strongly criticized the Egyptian government's statement delivered by Ahmad Nazeef by the end of last Jan.
Hussein Mohamed  
Hussein Mohamed, in his response to the statement on Monday, March, 13th, 2006, criticized the report of the committee responding to the statement. He added that the committee did not include any of the MB members that represent 20% of the Parliament members. The member then attacked the government statement, declaring his rejection, saying that it has nothing to do with the state five-way plan. It only represents a nominal form of item 133 of constitution, not applied in reality. The member accused the government's statement of consisting of resonant untrue slogans. He indicated that when the statement tackled the political side and what is described as a development of the legislative and political climate, known as the executive program, it represents nothing but mere slogans. It did not speak of freedom to establish parties, newspapers in addition to the audio or the visual mass media. It did not also include the freedom of travel with no security decisions or judicial considerations. He added that when the statement spoke about the government's achievements in human rights field, the government promised to reinforce the National Assembly for Human Rights. Yet, this reinforcement represented only more negligence. He stated that the government neglected the first report issued by the assembly about human rights state in Egypt, adding that though the report was so lenient with the government in contrary to the other human rights organizations' reports, it was unable to clear it of dangerous accusations, including: 
-While member Sobhi Saleh blamed the government for destroying the syndicate work, and that it was the first to violate law, and constitution, especially in Human Rights field. He also indicated that continuous Emergency Law in Egypt represents a constitutional danger.

Dr. Farid Ismail confirmed that the government misled the Egyptian nation in several social issues, especially unemployment statistics and agriculture destruction. He reported that the government destroyed plants instead of supporting and expanding green zones. The member demanded a government explanation concerning its insistence not to implant wheat; the government was also accused of destroying cotton crops.

Members and president authorization issue 

MB members demand to unveil "scrap" weapons according to authorization

Amid a strong rejection of more than 95 members representing MB in the Parliament and a number of independent and opposition members, the People's Assembly, in its session on Thursday, March, 9th, 2006- headed by Dr. Fathi Soror, approved with a majority of 308 members, bill to continue using law no. 29 for year 1972 according to the president's authorization in issuing resolutions having the power of laws in addition to weapon deals in secrecy. The rejecting members said that the Nation members should share the decision makers in holding such agreements. They attributed their rejection to the fact that the nation is not in a state of war, while the assembly is not experiencing a Parliamentary vacation. They added that secrecy in weapon agreements is needlessly secret while they become open, appearing on the internet. They confirmed that in order to renew the authorization, deals held according to the previous authorization should be declared first. This did not happen since 1970s till now. Dr. Mohamed Saad Al Katantni came on top of those members. Dr. Hamdy Hassan- media spokesman of MB bloc said that our armed forces armament is a priority, yet, this should be carried out amid the participation of Nation members with decision makers. He rejected this secrecy continued for 30 years.

Constitutional breach 

Dr. Ahmad Abu Baraka, member of the MB Parliamentary bloc, confirmed that this authorization forces the Assembly to give up some of its legislative authorities, granted by constitution and law. Adding to this is that the assembly is authorized by the nation, having no right to authorize other. This was determined by the constitution for certain periods and certain conditions.
Abu Baraka added that no deal of that kind was raised in the People's Assembly since era of late president Anwar Al Sadat or current president Mohammed Hosni Mubarak, considered as an obstruction of a part of law.
       In his speech, Dr. Akram Al Sha'er – Health committee member, said that this authorization is resented to him for the third time, known 30 years ago. He wondered whether the country once presented the assembly with one of these deals according to constitution. He added that the government attributes this to secrecy, adding we do not want to know about the new deals, but about the old ones especially as weapons became scrap now. I want to know about the fate of this scrap even on papers". Al Sha'er added that the current authorization has three months left so why this doubted questioned hurry despite the stable surrounding conditions; the Zionist entity, Syrian situation and the situation in Iraq, occupied years ago, so why such hurry ?!

         Member Ezat Mostafa rejected this authorization, saying " when will we get rid of the emergency conditions and laws that dominate us 30 years ago?! He added that conflict would remain as long as there is a tyrant force using double criteria, conflict would remain till the end". He added "will we remain forever under emergency conditions"? 
Treachery accusation

Sobhi Saleh confirmed that there is no bargain on being loyal; there is no dispute over Egypt's safety and security. Yet, would the Parliament give up a part of its constitutional authority to the executive authority. When there is secrecy in Parliament, then Parliament would be described as treacherous, something which is rejected and not accepted in any form, especially as reasons for authorization are not there.

          Dr. Yasser Hamoud indicated that those deals should necessarily be presented to the Parliament even in secret sessions, yet, Parliament should be informed with all details. 

Members reject president's authorization in buying weapons

          95 members representing MB, and a number of opposition and independent elements rejected a bill to continue working with law no. 29 for year 1972 according to a president's authorization in issuing resolutions having the law power. It is a president's authorization to hold weapon deals.

    Members said in a memo brought to the Parliament speaker that the nation that has its food and medicine has the right to issue its decisions and force others to respect it. Members seek to arm the armed forces with the most modern weapons, set as a top priority.

        Members said: a kind of participation should be carried out between nation members and decision-makers They confirmed that the nation is not in a state of war, the Parliament is not in a vacation. Secrecy is no longer needed in holding weapon deals especially as they appear on the internet and specialized magazines. In order to renew the authorization, a report about the deals concluded under the previous authorization, which it did not happen since 1970s till now. The members signing this statement reject the bill raised in the People's Assembly, concerning enabling the president to issue resolutions having the power of law.
